RULES |

1. The designs will be judged on the creative interpretation of the chosen category,
their artistic quality, and the overall design of the display.

2. Each departments may only have one submission, but may decorate areas near their
entrance to gain points in the Overall Design section of the criteria.

3. A staff member does not have to be present during judging.

4. Any entries containing materials deemed offensive by the judging committee will be
immediately disqualified and the department will be asked to remove the decorations.
These will not be judged.

CRITERIA |

Decorations will be judged based upon the following criteria:
Creativity 30 points
Adherence to Theme 20 points
Incorporation of Departmental Work* 10 points

Usage of Space/Effort 20 points

Overall Design 20 points

Total available points: 100

*Examples include Health Services incorporation of flu shots, Parking &
Transportation’s use of transit elements, etc.
