POSITIONS

participants. 

CIRs: Coordinators for International Relations work in local 
government offices promoting internationalization efforts 
at the community. From organizing events to teaching 
adult education classes, CIRs provide essential services to 
Japanese and foreign residents alike. Advanced Japanese 
language ability is required for the CIR position.
