= Sign into systems using ORCID
= Import info from ORCID - pre-filling forms
= Send info to ORCID - keep everything in one place (enter once, re-use
often)
e how info gets added to your ORCID record:
o manually yourself
o manually trusted individual
o search & link
o automatically via trusted organizations
e tips for updating ORCID records:
o Works - S&L, DOls - Crossref & DataCite, BibTex import (BibTex export)
o Funding - S&L
o Affiliations - use dropdown

o Peer Review - If your peer review process asks you for an ORCID iD, they may
be able to add your peer review information to your ORCID record for you. Or,
you can try using Web of Science - Publons.
o Biographical info - alternate names, email addresses, keywords, bio, etc. - helps
to distinguish you even more.
e Look for the ORCID icon - use your ORCID iD and ORCID data whenever possible!
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
