QUALIFICATIONS FOR UNDERGRADUATE/GRADUTE STUDENT NOMINEES:
Nominees* must be current Georgia Tech female student in good standing. Applications will be evaluated holistically, some of the other qualifications that the judges will be looking for include: 

1. Current full-time, regular Georgia Tech Student in good standing (undergraduate/graduate)
2. Enrolled for at least one year
3. Shows a strong commitment to others

4. Committed to issues of equity (demonstrated through a project or activity)
5. Act as a role model behavior that empowers and inspires others
*Self nomination is acceptable

Selection Committee Composition:

The Women’s Resource Center will utilize members of its Advisory Board to review all nominations.  Members of the selection committee are not eligible to nominate or write letters of support.  In the future, award recipient will be invited to become a voting member of the selection committee.
